1. General

These Conditions of Participation set forth the terms and conditions of the exhibitor's participation in
embrace: (The Fair). The Fair reserves the right to, at any time, revise these or issue other rules and
regulations of participation.

2. Show Dates and Exhibition Hours

4. Articles on Exhibit
. Paintings, drawings, and sculpture
. Limited edition fine art etchings, lithographs, and silkscreens. No Giclees are permitted
. Photography
. Art books, periodicals, and journals
* Video Installations
. Space for large-scale sculpture may be available and must be arranged in advance in writing.

5. Exhibition Admission
The Fair shall be the sole and final judge of all applications and may accept or reject applications in its sole
discretion. The exhibitor guarantees that all information in his/her application is accurate and that all work

submitted for exhibition is authentic. The final deadline for application to embrace is April 1, 2008.
Applications that do not include a deposit for 50% of the cost of exhibitor's 1 s choice booth
space, as well as $500 refundable damage deposit, will not be accepted. The Fair reserves the

right to cancel any application that is accepted on the basis of false information or if the exhibitor fails to
comply with these Conditions. The exhibitor is liable for, and will indemnify The Fair and hold The Fair
harmless, for and from any and all loss or damage incurred by The Fair that is a result of any breach of
these Conditions.

The Fair has the right to require complete details of a proposed exhibit and reserve the right to prohibit
the exhibition of any object which does not meet the requirements of the exposition. If necessary, the
removal of such objects will be at the expense of the exhibitor.

Exhibitor agrees to be bound unconditionally by The Fair guidelines and Conditions of Participation. Should
exhibitor violate these Conditions, The Fair reserves the right to cancel the exhibitor's contract at any
time, and retain any monies paid as liquidated damages. Exhibitor may not assign or sublet all or any of
its booth space contracted under the application and contract without written consent of The Fair.

6. Cost of Exhibition Services Provided

Services included in Exhibitor's fee are wall space according to allotted space number, catalog inclusion,
security, badges, booth signage, lighting, and the following furniture: 36" round table, table cloth, two
chairs, and trash can.

7. Other Available Services and Technical Information

Detailed information such as shipping instructions, storage facilities, and order forms for additional
furniture, floral, hotels and other services will be included in the Exhibitor Manual, the terms and
conditions of which are explicitly incorporated herein by reference and made a part of this application and
contract.

8. Allocation of Space
Booth space location for the exhibition will be allocated and determined at The Fair's sole discretion.

The Fair may, if necessary, change the location of allocated space, as well as slightly alter the shape of the
booth if circumstances demand. The Fair reserves the right to rearrange the layout of unoccupied areas;
and to alter entrances and exists to and from the exhibition space, halls and aisles.
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9. Co exhibitors
No exhibitor may sublet his/her booth either entirely or partially without written consent from The Fair.

10. Catalogue

All exhibitors will receive a half page color catalogue spread, including one color image, free of charge,
provided the exhibitor provides the Fair with the necessary forms and images by the deadline.

Extra catalogue pages may be purchased for an additional, discounted rate. One copy of the catalogue will
be distributed free of charge to each exhibitor at the show site.

No claims will be entertained by The Fair with respect to errors or omissions in the catalogue. The
Exhibitor shall be responsible for the content of the entries and for any damages claimed through the
publication thereof.

11. Conditions of Payment

Payment is due in installments in the following manner: 50% of your booth cost and $500 Refundable
Damage Deposit is due with your completed application by April 1, 2008. If accepted, you will receive
confirmation of participation by April 15 2008, as well as an invoice for the remaining balance due May 1,
2008. If your application is not accepted for any reason you will be refunded in full.

A finance charge of 1.50% monthly (18.0% annually) will be charged to any payments not received by
these dates.

Any additional booth costs and fees for optional services/equipment must be paid in full by July 1 2008 or
the exhibitor will not be permitted to exhibit and in such event The Fair may cancel the exhibitor's
contract, relocate the space and retain any payments made.

12. Cancellation Policy

After confirmation of participation and space assignment, booth rental payments made are non-
refundable. Payment for full amount of booth rental less refundable damage deposit will be retained by
The Fair as liquidated damages. Exhibitor waives any and all claims against The Fair of any nature
including damage to its business by reason of the failure to provide space for its exhibit or for any failure
to hold the exhibition as scheduled.

An exhibitor who fails to occupy his/her booth by 5 pm on July 16, 2008 will forfeit his/her right to occupy
the space and The Fair claims full rights to that space. In such event, the exhibitor shall remain liable for
the full rental and any additional costs incurred by The Fair.

13. Insurance and Exemption from Liability

The Fair will not accept any responsibility for the safety or well being of any art, property, merchandise or
materials consigned to or in the ownership of Exhibitor during The Fair. The Fair shall not be responsible
for loss or damage to display or goods belonging to Exhibitor or consigned to Exhibitor or otherwise
brought to The Fair by or on behalf of Exhibitor, whether resulting from fire, storms, water, acts of God,
air conditioning or heating failure, theft, pilferage, acts of terrorism, mysterious disappearance, bomb
threats, or other causes. All such items are brought to The Fair and displayed at Exhibitor's own risk, and
should be safeguarded at all times. The Fair will provide security services through an independent
contractor during the period of installation, show and dismantling, and Exhibitor agrees that the provision
of such services constitutes adequate discharge of all obligations of The Fair to supervise and protect the
property owned by Exhibitor or brought to The Fair by or on behalf of Exhibitor. Exhibitor may furnish
additional guards at its own cost and expense, only with prior approval of The Fair. Exhibitor agrees that
The Fair will not be liable in the event of any errors or omissions in embrace directory listing or in any
promotional materials The Fair makes no representations or warranties with respect to the number of
exhibition attendees or the demographic nature of such attendance. The Exhibitor waives any and all
claims against The Fair for injury to Exhibitor, its agents, servants and/or employees while in the
Exhibition Facility, and for any damage of any nature including damage to its business by reason of the
failure to provide space for its exhibit or for any failure to hold the exhibition as scheduled.

The Exhibitor agrees to maintain adequate insurance to fully protect The Fair and its sponsors, its
employees, its service contractors, and the Exhibition Facility from any and all claims, arising from
Exhibitor's activities, including but not limited to, the installation, operation, and dismantling of Exhibitor's
display. This includes claims under the Worker's Compensation Act or for personal injury, death, or for
damage to property. Exhibitor agrees that neither The Fair nor any related party, individual, or affiliate
maintains insurance covering the Exhibitor's property, and it is the sole responsibility of the Exhibitor to
obtain such insurance. Exhibitor must carry: Statutory limits for workers' compensation coverage: and
commercial general liability including products and completed operations, independent contractor's
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personal injury and blanket contractual liability insurance limits of at least $1,000,000 per occurrence,
$2,000,000 aggregate. These coverages must be evidenced by a Certificate of Insurance with a 30 day
notice of cancellation provision to the holder. The certificate must name The Fair or its designee as
additional insured and be provided to The Fair no later than July 1, 2008

14. Indemnification

Exhibitor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless The Fair, Mason Murer Fine Art, the Exhibition Facility,
the city of Atlanta, Fulton County, The National Black Arts Festival and each of their respective affiliates,
officers, directors, employees, agents and contractors against all claims, losses, suits, damages,
judgments, expenses, costs (including without limitation reasonable legal fees and amounts paid in
settlement) and charges of every kind arising out of or resulting from its execution of the Exhibitor's
application and contract or its occupancy of Exhibitor, its employees, agents or contractors, by reason of
personal injuries, death or property damage or any other cause of action sustained by any persons or
others.

15. Authenticity

Should the authenticity of any work of art be placed in issue during the course of the exposition, The Fair
reserves the right to have said work withdrawn from the exposition unless the Exhibitor can furnish a
provenance suitable to The Fair in its sole discretion for the work in question. All such decisions are at the
sole discretion of The Fair. Exhibitor is strictly accountable for the authenticity of the works of art which
are shown or sold at the exposition. The Exhibitor shall indemnify and hold The Fair and each of their
respective affiliates, officers, directors, employees, agents and contractors harmless against any claims
whatsoever made with regard to the authenticity of any work, with regard to any misrepresentation of any
irregularity made with respect to the sale of any artwork at the exposition, as well as any expenses
incurred by The Fair, including attorney's fee. Exhibitor is required to abide by all copyright laws. No
copyright infringing items may be sold or offered for sale at the show. The sale of copyright infringing
items is a material breach of the Exhibitor's application and contract. Items suspected of infringement are
subject to seizure by The Fair (in its sole discretion) and will be held for the duration of the show.
Repeated violations of this prohibition are grounds for the closure of a booth. No refunds will be paid if a
booth is closed for selling allegedly infringing works. The Fair will not be liable to Exhibitor for any refunds
or in any other manner for the seizure of allegedly infringing works or the closure of a booth based on
claims of copyright infringement. Exhibitor agrees to indemnify and hold management harmless from any
damages, costs, expenses (including reasonable attorney fees), judgments and/or settlements which
management incurs as a result of claims that Exhibitor is showing or selling infringing items.

16. Promotional Activities at embrace
Printed material and posters are not permitted without approval of The Fair.

17. Security

A uniformed guard for the show and the show areas will be provided. Guard service will commence the
first day of installation and continue until the end of dismantling. Nevertheless, The Fair shall not be liable
for any loss or damage due to theft.

To maintain security, once set-up begins, nothing can be removed from the show premises unless
accompanied by a merchandise and/or security pass, through the dismantling period. Only exhibitors may
bring articles onto the premises throughout the duration of The Fair 2008.

18. Safety

All display materials used for decoration must be flameproof. All electrical equipment or devices used in or
about an exhibit must be in good operating condition and able to pass fire and/or electrical inspections.
Extra materials stored in Exhibitor's exhibit space must not block access to the exhibit or cover electrical
wires or outlets. Exhibitor shall comply with local ordinances and the Exhibition Facility's rules regarding
health, fire prevention and public safety. If inspection of an Exhibitor's booth discloses a failure to comply
with any applicable law, code or regulation, or if The Fair determines that all or any part of an exhibit
presents fire hazard or any other danger, The Fair may cause the removal of all or a portion of such
exhibit at the Exhibitor's expense. Under no circumstances may the weight of any equipment or exhibit
material exceed the Exhibition Facility's maximum floor load. Exhibitor accepts full and sole responsibility
for any injury or damage to property or persons resulting from failure, knowingly or otherwise, to
distribute the load of its exhibit material in conformity with the maximum floor loads specifications.
Exhibitor acknowledges that The Fair and member's of the Exhibition Facility's staff reserve the right to
remove all persons and property from the Exhibition Facility without necessity of or resorting to any legal
proceeding and at any time may eject unruly, disorderly or otherwise disruptive persons from the
Exhibition Facility, including the facilities licensed to Exhibitor and Exhibitor hereby waives any right or
claim for damages in connection with the exercise by The Fair or member's of the Exhibitor Facility's staff
of this right.
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19. Exposition Cancellation

Under no circumstances will The Fair or its agents or representatives be liable to Exhibitor for the
fulfillment of this Agreement if non-delivery of the exhibit space is due to any of the following causes: by
reason of fire, act of God, public enemy, terrorism, war or insurrections, strikes, the authority of the law,
postponement or cancellation of the event/show or for any cause beyond the control of The Fair. Exhibitor
shall obtain, at its own expense, adequate insurance against any risk of loss associated with the
event/show being cancelled, postponed, rescheduled, or relocated for any reason beyond the control of
The Fair. Exhibitor shall remain liable to and shall pay The Fair the full amount of the Exhibitor's unpaid
booth and any service/equipment cost incurred, together with any additional amounts due from the
Exhibitor under this agreement. No refunds or credits shall be made by The Fair or any of its agents or
representatives in the event of the cancellation of the event/show for any circumstance beyond the control
of The Fair. Under no circumstances will The Fair or its agents or representatives be liable for lost profits
or other incidental or consequential damages.

The Fair is entitled in the case of compelling reasons or of Acts of God to postpone, reschedule, shorten or
extend the exhibition without liability or obligation to the exhibitor.

20. Electrical Services

The Fair will seek to provide common area lighting and air-conditioning, but shall not be liable for any loss
or damage due to failure or interruption of any service. No exhibitor is allowed to install his/her own
power connections. Fire, safety and security regulations must be adhered to.

21. Restrictions: Signage

All signage for The Fair must be show standard. No Exhibitor will be allowed to mount, display or post
non-uniform signage without prior written approval.

Lighting:  No individual Exhibitor lighting systems or additions will be permitted at The Fair.

22. Maintenance

The Fair will be responsible for keeping the common areas of the show site clean. Each exhibitor is
responsible for the maintenance of his/her stand and will leave the stand in the same condition in which it
was found, reasonable wear and tear excepted. All hanging devices must be removed from the wall when
dismantling the booth. No holes may be cut or drilled into the wall without the prior consent of The Fair. A
Damage Deposit of $500 will be charged to each exhibitor and refunded within seven (7) days after the
show if no excessive wear-and-tear has occurred.

23. Protection of Facilities and Refundable Damage Deposit

Nothing shall be posted on, or tacked, stapled, nailed, screwed, or otherwise attached to columns, walls,
floors, or other parts of The Fair Facility without prior permission from The Fair. Fluids, caustic or staining,
must not be used where they may damage floor. Packing, unpacking, and assembly of exhibits shall be
done only in designated areas and in conformity with directions of The Fair. Exhibitor shall not deface,
injure or mar in any manner the facilities at The Fair. Exhibitor shall not paint or apply any other
permanent covering to any of the walls, floors, ceilings or other areas of the facility or its furnishings or
fixtures. Exhibitor acknowledges that The Fair and member's of The Fair's staff reserve the right to
remove all persons and property from the facilities and premises without the necessity of or resorting to
any legal proceeding. Each Exhibitor is required to pay a $500 Refundable Damage Deposit upon

confirmation of participation.

24. Filming and Video Recording Rights; Electronic Messages

From time to time, photographs, motion pictures and or video recordings may be made in the Exhibition
Facility, which recordings may include images of Exhibitor, its employees, agents and related merchandise
and displays. Exhibitor may not hinder, obstruct or interfere in any way with such photography or
recordings whether by The Fair or its agents, and hereby consent to The Fair use of such recordings for
commercial purposes. In connection with other provisions of this paragraph, Exhibitor hereby grants The
Fair a non-exclusive, royalty-free non-transferable worldwide license (without the right to sublicense) to
use Exhibitor's trademarks, service marks, logos, trade names, copyrighted content, hypertext links,
domain names, icons, buttons, banners, graphic files and images.

25. American Disabilities Act

Exhibitor acknowledges and agrees that the event/show and its booth will be public accommodation as
defined under Title III of the Americans with Disabilities Act ("ADA"). As a public accommodation,
Exhibitor will: (i) provide, at its expense, any auxiliary aids and services as may be necessary to ensure
effective communication with Exhibitor by attendees of the event/show; (ii) assure, at its expense, that
displays posted at or on Exhibitor's booth(s) are accessible to individuals with disabilities; and (iii) not
discriminate or retaliate against any individual in violation of the ADA.

embrace reserves the right to expel from the Exposition any exhibitor who violates the rules stated
herein. The exhibitor will remain liable for the full amount of the booth rental and any additional charges
incurred.

Notwithstanding any conflict of law provisions, the laws of the city of Atlanta, the state of Georgia and the
United States of America shall be applicable to these Conditions and all matters arising from exhibitor's
participation in embrace. Exhibitor agrees to the exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal

proceedings related thereto solely in a Georgia state court in Fulton County Georgia, or the Federal District
Court for the Northern District of Georgia.

Special Exhibition badges must be worn by Exhibitor's staff. All verbal agreements, individual permits and
special arrangements must be confirmed in writing. No food will be allowed outside the designated eating
areas. Violation of the rules can lead to Exhibitor expulsion without refund. No signs or banner extending
beyond the limits of an Exhibitor's booth will be allowed unless confirmed in advance and in writing by
embrace.

These Conditions and the Exhibitor's Terms and Conditions are the final and exclusive agreement between
embrace and the Exhibitor.
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
